Father Bill returns! Meanwhile, here’s another
column of his, this one from Jan 25, 2009:

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

[This past week (Jan 25) we celebrated the feast of]
the Conversion of Saint Paul. We would do well to
reflect on our own conversion.

Some of us have gone through momentous
conversion experiences, while probably more of us
have gone through a slowly growing conversion of
heart over the years. Many of us who had a Catholic
school education sooner or later live out the faith we
learned so well when we were young. I'll never
forget the time | asked the assembly how many
present either went to a Catholic school or sent their
children to a Catholic school. It nearly blew me away
that almost everyone at each of our Masses raised a
hand. This brings me to comment on this being
Catholic Schools Week.

Have you ever realized that the main purpose for
our extraordinary investment in providing a Catholic
school is to make disciples of our children so they
can take their place as leaders of the Church in
generations to come? Yes, we provide a stellar
education, such that any secondary school is thrilled
to take one of our graduates as their own student.
Our 8"-grade graduates excel wherever they go,
and frequently are quite a bit ahead of their peers,
especially given the study habits they learn in our
school.

Our school’'s most important legacy, however, is the
training our students receive in our Catholic faith.

The American people [are called] to rediscover
those values which our Catholic schools so
strenuously encourage and to conquer the values
that are detrimental to a good society, such as
preferring leisure over work, or seeking only the
pleasures of riches and fame.

10 am Mass on Sunday or another time this week,
and consider sending your children to our school.
It's an investment you will never regret.

Carta de nuestro Pastor

Enero 29, 2012
Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas,

En este fin de semana y con el afio de jubileo de San Pablo, cuando conmemoramos la
Conversion de San Pablo, también reflexionamos en nuestra propia conversion.

Algunos de nosotros hemos atravesado por momentos de conversion, mientras que la ma-
yoria de nosotros hemos crecido lentamente en una conversion verdadera através de los anos.
Muchos de nosotros quienes hemos tenido una educacién en una escuela Catdlica, tarde 6 tem-
prano, dejamos la fe que aprendimos tan bien cuando éramos jévenes. Nunca olvidaré el mo-
mento que pregunté en la asamblea cuantos de los que se encontraban presente habian asistido
6 enviado a sus hijos a una escuela Catélica. Y casi todos los presentes en cada una de las Misas
levantaron su mano.

Esto me lleva a comentarles esto, siendo la semana de las Escuelas Catdlicas

Habias observado que el propdsito principal para nuestra inversién extraordinaria en el
abastecimiento de una escuela Catélica es hacer discipulos de nuestros nifos, y ser lideres de la
Iglesia en las generaciones venideras?
